The local council holds resoultion as legislation - revision or
abolishment of an ordinance or deliberation - confirmation and
settlement acknowledgement of budget, agreement -

Supervising and Examining
Administration Desk Work

The council may prescribe 7 or less days against
Seodaemun District during annual regular meeting, to
execute administrative desk work. In addition, the council
may have this council or committee examine the fact on
specific subject among administrative affairs by making a
proposition with joint do cuments suggestion of more than
one third of registered members.

If needed, the council may perform site investigation or
ask submission of documents. The council may have
District head, concerned officials or responsible person
attend to the meeting to testimony or state opinion as a
witness.

Local council having a position as representative, voting,
legislative and supervisory agency, proceeds the meeting by
dividing into regular meeting and temporary meeting and
operates administrative activities in the general meeting,
standing committee, and special committee. Regular meetings
shall be called on every June 21th and November 5th.

In case that there is an ask by more than one third of
registered members, a temporary meeting shall be convoked
within 15 days for the period of 15 days or less. But, the first
temporary meeting after the general election shall be
convoked within 25 days from the starting date of the tenure
of the council member. Total meeting dates including regular
and temporary meeting shall not exceed 80 days. Notice of
convocation shall be made 5 days before the meeting date and
matters that are to be referred by district head shall be
announced by District head.
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District Council Operation

General Meeting

The General meeting where the proceedings of the council
are finally decided opened by the presence of more than
1/3 of the registered members, and the passage of bills,
except in special cases, requires the majority attendance of
members and the majority votes of the members present,
Members desiring to make speech must obtain prior
approval of the chairman, and members may present
questions, make supplementary speech, speak on
proceedings or present personal opinions.

The chairman has votes with respect to decision making,
and in case of a tie vote, the matter is regarded as rejected.

Council meeting are opened to the general public.
However, if agreed by more than 2/3 of the attending
members at the motion of more than 3 council members,
or if deemed necessary by the chairman to maintain
security and order, meetings may be held in closed session.
Bills presented to council meetings remain alive when they
are not decided during the session, except in the that case
the office terms of council members have expired.

Bills rejected at the meeting cannot be moved or submitted
again during the same session.

Standing Committee

An institution established within the council to examine
professionally and efficiently a variety of bills, the
standing committee is opened during the session when it
is deemed necessary by the chairman of committee, or
when requested by more than one third of the registered
members. However, if the session is over, a meeting may
be convened to examine bills at the resolution passed by the
committee, or when deemed necessary by the chairman or
requested by District head.

At present, there are three committees at Seodaemun
District Council; Council steering committee, Administrative
management committee and Welfare & Construction committee.
