The chairman has votes with respect te decision making, and in case of a tie vote, the maltter is regarded as rejected.

Council meeting are epened to the general public. However, if agreed by more than 2/3 of the attending members at the motion of mare
than 3 counal members, or if deemed necessary by the chairman to maintain securily and order, meetings may be held in closed
5ess10n.

Bill presented ta council meetings remain alive when they are not decided during the session, except in the that case the office terms of
council members have expired.

Bills rejected at the meeting cannot be moved or submitted again during the same session.

An institution established within the council to examine professionally and efficiently a variety of hills, the standing committee is cpened
during the session when it is deemed necessary by the chairman of the registered members. However, if the session is cver, a meeting
may be convened to examine bills at the resolution passed by the committee, or when deemed necessary by the chairman or requested
by District head.

At present, there are three commitlees at [Seodaemun District Council; Council steering committee, Administration and Welfare
Cammittee, Financial and Construction Committee.]
